Research Methodology

The descriptive research method has been adopted for this research paper on the
challenges facing Marathwada in the face of its development. The main objective of
descriptive research is to collect factual, quantitative material related to the study
problem and describe it in a systematic, logical and systematic manner. Due to the lack
of momentum in the development of Marathwada, problems of roads, water, pollution,
health, education, unemployment and poverty have come to the fore. For the present
research paper, the challenges facing Marathwada in the face of its development have
been based on the sample selection method.

Challenges Facing the Development of Marathwada

Maharashtra is an agricultural state. Due to the industrial progress in the state in recent

times, the economy is described as an agro-industrial economy. But Marathwada is seen

as an important component of this agro-industrial economy. There is a lack of decision-
making process that can promote the development of Marathwada. Therefore, the study
has been done based on the following points.

e Economically Backward: Marathwada is an agricultural region, but it is industrially
backward. Due to social and economic backwardness in Marathwada, communal
tension and violence occur. ‘Marathwada is the region that experiences the most
communal tension and violence. This tension takes a more intense form during times
of crisis. The deep-rooted social and economic backwardness of Marathwada lies at
the root of such tension. (Reference- Dilip Chavan, Roots of Marathwada's Unrest,
Loksatta Newspaper, January 13, 2025) Just as the values of modernity, means of
communication, routes of communication, industrialization and the winds of
education (educational institutions) were present in the region under British rule,
they reached Marathwada very late. There was a lack of other facilities. There was
no trace of agricultural policies and industrial development. After the fall of the
Nizam, the Marathwada region was unconditionally included in the United
Maharashtra. However, the remnants of the Nizam's rule remained. Land reform,
green revolution, agricultural development, cropping system planning, water storage
planning, natural resource wealth, industrial development are all lacking. Apart from
this, the most important thing is how to get rid of water scarcity and stop the
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migration of laborers due to lack of employment. (Reference- Dr. Sominath Gholve,
Marathwada's backwardness but will it ever be erased, Sakal Saptarang 17
September 2020) Due to continuous drought in Marathwada, the entire region,
especially the rural areas, is on the path of economic backwardness. Concern was
expressed in the Central Finance Commission meeting, stating that the increasing
number of farmer suicides, reduced agricultural productivity, low rainfall, and
insufficient employment opportunities have had a major impact on the banking
sector. (Reference- Lokmat, Marathwada on the path of economic backwardness, 03
November 2015) Marathwada Scientific Development Corporation was established
to solve the development problems of Marathwada. This corporation could not
effectively solve the development problem due to lack of financial provisions. This
corporation did not come to the practical level from the role of just meetings, review
of backwardness, administrative appointments and work. Therefore, this corporation
is now working in Marathwada as a dream organization for development.
(Reference-Sominath Gholve, Marathwada's backwardness but will it ever be erased,
Fortnightly the People's Post 01 to 15 September 2022) During the era of permit raj,
the government could ask entrepreneurs to set up industries in underdeveloped areas,
but now in the era of liberalization, no entrepreneur is ready to set up industries in
underdeveloped areas like Marathwada. The supply chain required for industry is not
in Marathwada. At the same time, there is still a lack of good accommodation for the
officials of private companies, good education system, roads, and electricity in
Marathwada. (Reference- Nikhil Rakhonde, Marathwada Vikas Sangramachi Garaj-
1)

o Cooperative Sector: The role of leadership is important in the significant progress
that the cooperative movement has made in the state. The cooperative industry here
has played an important role in the state's economy being named an agro-industrial
economy. Yashwantrao Chavan encouraged the cooperative movement by providing
financial and legal assistance. Due to this, cooperative sugar factories, cooperative
banks and other cooperative institutions flourished in the state. These industries gave
a boost to the economic development of the state. But the cooperative movement did
not take root well in Marathwada. The main reason for this is the lack of good
leadership. Even people with good management skills did not benefit Marathwada or
were not given the freedom to work. Since the cooperative sugar factories and mills
were making losses, they were sold at a price lower than the market price. When the
same factories or mills were transferred to private individuals, a similar picture is
seen in the cooperative sector in Marathwada.

e Unemployment and Increasing Poverty: There is a high rate of unemployment and
increasing poverty in Marathwada. The backwardness of the agricultural sector in
rural areas and the high rate of dryland farming promote poverty. Farmers are
suffering due to fluctuations in agricultural production, permanent lack of
employment, hidden unemployment, etc. Farmers are becoming indebted, and are
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resorting to ways like suicide due to debt. The Maharashtra government has
launched an employment guarantee scheme to address poverty and unemployment.
The issue of providing unemployment allowance to the unemployed is under
consideration. A loan waiver scheme has also been implemented at the government
level. All these measures are temporary and superficial. On the other hand, rural
people are migrating to cities for employment. There is pressure on urban facilities
and cities are bending under the burden of slums. There is growing dissatisfaction in
the society due to unemployment, poverty and hunger and the youth are being
attracted to violent paths.

Conclusion

Citizens in Marathwada have to face all these challenges such as continuous drought,
irrigation backlog, lack of industries, inadequate medical facilities, and substandard
educational facilities.

Marathwada is industrially backward, although it is agricultural. It is important for
Marathwada to expand infrastructure services, attract large-scale industrial
investment in the industrial sector, and accelerate industrial development by
establishing coordination between the public and private sectors.

The per capita income of the state depends on the economic condition of
Marathwada. Considering poverty in Marathwada, economic backwardness, lack of
employment, and backward agriculture are seen to be increasing poverty here.
Industrialization is happening on a large scale only in the triangle of Mumbai, Thane,
Pune, and Nashik in Maharashtra. In the rest of Maharashtra, especially: the pace of
industrialization is slow in Marathwada. Due to lack of infrastructure, lack of capital,
lack of proper planning, etc., industrialization does not happen in rural areas and new
employment is not available.

State-driven community development programs may function as extensions of
government or ruling-party agendas, legitimizing dominant development narratives at the
local level. The growing influence of technical professionals in water governance has, in
many cases, limited meaningful civic participation in decision-making and policy
implementation. As a result, inadequate collaboration with non-state actors, including
communities, often generates competing interests and governance tensions.
While technical experts play an important role as key stakeholders, their dominance can
transform communities into passive recipients rather than active participants in
development programs. Such expert-driven control may emerge not only within sector-
based governance regimes but also within IWRM-oriented frameworks. Knowledge
elites often define management objectives and governance instruments in CBWM
systems, marginalizing locally embedded, practice-based knowledge. From a Gramscian
perspective, hegemonic power operates through material, discursive, and organizational
forms that suppress alternative knowledge systems.
¢ Climate Change as a Stressor Intensifying Intra-Community Competition
Beyond governance and user-community characteristics, environmental factors
significantly influence participation. Climate change increasingly restricts access to
essential resources such as land and water, directly affecting human livelihoods. Its
impacts are observable across multiple spatial and temporal scales, ranging from local
and regional levels to long-term climatic cycles.
In India’s arid and semi-arid regions, declining surface water availability has intensified
dependence on groundwater for agricultural and domestic use. Socio-economic and
demographic pressures—including population growth, urbanization, and social unrest—
further exacerbate vulnerability in climate-sensitive regions prone to droughts and
extreme weather events. Water and land are particularly susceptible to climate shocks,
and increased variability places additional stress on resource accessibility.
At the community level, competition over scarce resources essential for survival has
intensified. In the absence of inclusive and participatory governance systems that ensure
equitable access, social conflicts become increasingly likely. Climate-induced stress can
trigger intra- and inter-community disputes, contributing to political instability.

2. Theoretical Framework

Drawing on the literature, this study proposes a diagnostic framework for analyzing
community participation in water management. The framework identifies three
interrelated categories of influencing factors: environmental conditions, user-community
characteristics, and governance arrangements.

Guided by this framework, the study addresses the following diagnostic questions:
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e Which social factors constrain interaction among community members in
community-based water governance?

e Why do communities disengage from community-based water management
initiatives?

Power asymmetries, climate-related pressures, land distribution challenges, external

governance interventions, and changes in common-pool resource ownership collectively

function as internal and external barriers that shape social responses within participatory

systems.

Case Study Region
e  Water Scarcity in Rajasthan and Socio-Political Drivers of Vulnerability

Rajasthan, the largest state in India, is located in the north-western part of the country
and is characterized by predominantly arid and semi-arid climatic conditions. The state
frequently experiences droughts and chronic water shortages. Approximately 75% of
Rajasthan’s population, estimated at over 68 million people, resides in rural areas, where
livelihoods are largely dependent on agriculture. Despite supporting about 5.5% of
India’s population and nearly 10% of its livestock, Rajasthan has access to only around
1.15% of the nation’s total water resources.

Over recent decades, surface water availability in the state has declined significantly,
rivers and traditional water bodies have dried up, and drought periods have become
longer and more intense. Low and erratic rainfall, population growth, rising average
temperatures, and advancing desertification are expected to further intensify water
scarcity in the region. These environmental pressures have made agricultural livelihoods
increasingly precarious, compelling many rural households to abandon farming and
migrate to urban areas in search of wage labor.

The district of Alwar, located in northeastern Rajasthan, lies between 27°40’ and 28°40’
north latitude and 76°70" to 77°13' east longitude. The region has an average annual
temperature of approximately 24.9°C and receives around 672 mm (26.5 inches) of
rainfall per year. December is typically the driest month, while August records the
highest precipitation.

Although climate change has contributed to environmental stress in Rajasthan, water
scarcity cannot be explained by climatic factors alone. A range of socio-political
dynamics significantly constrains effective water governance and intensifies shortages.
While state and central government policies play an important role, local-level socio-
political conditions are equally critical but often overlooked. India’s deeply rooted caste
system, along with inequalities related to land ownership, political influence, religion,
gender, class, and wealth, creates power imbalances within rural communities. These
dynamics shape access to resources and decision-making authority, with outcomes
varying widely across districts, villages, and even households.
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Results
Micro-Level Power Asymmetries as User-Community Characteristics

¢ Rajasthan, India

Field research conducted for this study revealed that decision-making authority in the
village of Khejrigram (a pseudonym used to protect anonymity), located in Alwar
district, was concentrated among a small number of families. The village has an
estimated population of around 3,000 residents.

The findings indicate that local power structures are largely shaped by land ownership,
resulting in the intergenerational control of social and political decision-making,
including matters related to water access and management. Although the dominant
families belong to caste groups traditionally categorized as lower status, their extensive
landholdings have enabled them to attain higher social and economic standing within the
village.

Conclusion

This study demonstrates that community-based water management in Rajasthan faces
multiple, interconnected challenges. These include social fragmentation at the village
level, elite domination of decision-making institutions, politicization of community
organizations, and limited community ownership of governance processes. While
climate change intensifies water scarcity, its effects on participation are mediated
through land tenure systems and social institutions rather than acting directly.

Overall, barriers such as inequality, low trust, limited capacity, and entrenched power
relations significantly constrain community participation. These findings highlight the
importance of understanding local communities as embedded within broader social,
political, and historical contexts. Simplistic assumptions that water conflicts can be
explained through rational choice models fail to capture this complexity.

However, the integration of Artificial Intelligence (Al) into the media-
political complex has created a more nuanced and often more volatile landscape. Media-
politics—the process by which political actors use media to influence public opinion and
policy—is no longer governed solely by human editors and spin doctors. Instead, it is
governed by "black-box" algorithms that prioritize engagement over truth.

The central thesis of this paper is that Al has fundamentally altered the "power
geometry" of politics. By shifting the focus from mass broadcasting to individualize
narrowcasting, Al has fragmented the public square, making it easier for political entities
to manipulate sentiment while making it harder for the public to achieve a shared
consensus on reality.

The Theoretical Framework: From Media Logic to Algorithmic Logic
To understand AI’s role, we must first look at the evolution of media theory.

e The Decline of Gatekeeping

In the 20th century, "gatekeepers" (editors and journalists) decided what was news. Al
has replaced these human filters with recommendation engines. As Altheide and Snow
(1979) described "media logic," we are now witnessing the birth of "algorithmic logic."
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In this new framework, the value of political information is determined by its virality—a
metric dictated by Al models designed to trigger emotional responses.

e The Epistemic Crisis

The concept of "Epistemic Security" is now at the forefront of political science. When
Al can generate realistic fake images, text, and video, the shared reality required for a
functioning democracy begins to crumble. This paper utilizes the theory of "Information
Disorder" (Wardle & Derakhshan, 2017) to categorize how Al facilitates
misinformation, malinformation, and disinformation.

Al in Political Campaigns: The Power of Micro targeting
One of the most significant shifts in media-politics is the move from "broadcast" to
"nanocast."

1. Data Mining and Voter Profiling

Data mining and voter profiling involve the collection, analysis, and utilization of
massive, often intimate, datasets to understand, predict, and influence the behavior of the
electorate. By creating detailed profiles of individuals and groups, political campaigns
can move beyond broad messaging to "micro-target" specific demographics with
tailored, and sometimes manipulative, content.

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Legislative Efforts
The European Union’s Al Act is the first major attempt to categorize Al risks. In the

context of politics, it mandates transparency for Al-generated content.

Risk-Based Approach: Obligations are tiered based on risk: Unacceptable
(banned), High (strictly regulated), Limited (transparency-focused), and Minimal.
Key Bans (Effective Feb 2025): Al systems using cognitive behavioral
manipulation, social scoring, or real-time biometric identification in public spaces
are banned.

General-Purpose Al (GPAI): Rules for GPAI models (like ChatGPT) became
applicable in August 2025, requiring transparency, copyright compliance, and
technical documentation.

Implementation: The EU Al Office was established to enforce the Act, with full
application expected by August 2026.

United States
The US regulatory landscape shifted dramatically in 2025 toward deregulation at the
federal level, with states filling the void.

Digital Personal Data Protection Act (DPDP), 2023: Regulates personal data
processing, influencing how Al systems use data.

Technical solutions (like watermarking Al content) are necessary but insufficient. A

more sustainable solution is "algorithmic literacy"—educating the electorate to critically

evaluate the sources and motivations behind the media they consume.

As Al-driven disinformation turns digital spaces into "battlegrounds," the ultimate

defense lies in a populace armed with analytical habits. Literacy ensures users remain

"pilots" rather than passive consumers by focusing on:

e Verification: Using tools like Google Reverse Image Search to identify deepfakes
and Al-generated content.

o Cognitive Resilience: Adopting "prebunking"—exposure to misinformation patterns
to build "immunity" against future manipulation.

e Algorithmic Awareness: Understanding how curated feeds create echo chambers
and microtarget users.

Digital literacy is the primary barrier against social engineering. Informed users can

actively defend against:

e Scams: Recognizing phishing red flags and Al voice clones used in financial fraud.

e Data Sovereignty: Managing digital footprints and employing multi-factor
authentication (MFA) as standard hygiene.

While regulations like the EU Al Act provide guardrails, human judgment remains the

final validator in an "Al-first" world.

Introduction

“India, that is Bharat, shall be a Union of States” is the inaugural sentence of the first
article of the Constitution of India. Article 1, thus, establishes the cornerstone of the
innovative Indian system of ‘parliamentary-federalism’ (Chakrabarty & Pandey, 2021).
It is innovative in the sense that the framers of the Indian Constitution blended two
seemingly contradictory and distinct ideas of parliamentary sovereignty (the British
model) and constitutional supremacy (the American model) to create a unique system of
federal governance that would cater to the diverse needs and interests of the rich social,
political, economic and geographical tapestry of the fledgling Indian nation-state.

Seven decades and multiple events later, India today stands tall as a flourishing
democracy in a region and a world mired with uncertainty, instability and complexity. A
well-laid down federal system has, so far, helped India strike a balance between its
regional aspirations and national goals. However, as T.T. Krishnamachari, a member of
the Indian Constituent Assembly, rightly argued, ‘federalism is not a definite concept; it
has not got any stable meaning’. It is indeed an ever-evolving concept that has
undergone several changes to adapt and serve the emerging governance needs of the
country, more so in the recent years. A dispassionate and critical analysis of federalism
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in India in contemporary governance is the key focus of this research paper. It highlights
the emerging trends in Indian federalism while analysing the major challenges to the
same.
Livingstone pointed out that in certain contexts, Indian federalism should be known by
its functional dynamics than its institutional orientation. The Indian Constitution, as
such, goes beyond the traditional pillars of federalism, namely having an independent
judiciary and a clearly established separation of powers and functions between different
levels of government, including the third level of local self-governments.
It provides for a model of ‘asymmetric federalism’ tailored to India’s peculiar and multi-
faceted diversity. The aforesaid ‘asymmetry’ can be observed through several provisions
like:
e The presence of a second chamber- the Council of States, for representation of
states’ interests in national deliberations,
e Special status to certain areas and populations that require differential treatment, for
instance, protection under Schedule VI, etc.
While these special provisions have, by and large, safeguarded the interests of States, the
more recent developments in the Indian federal landscape paint a picture of visibly
strained Centre-State relations.
Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi and his government’s vision for the State is summed
up in their motto of ‘Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikas, Sabka Vishwas, Sabka Prayaas’. Though
having delivered on that to a commendable extent, the evidence on ground proves that it
is still far from enough. Instead, the high-handed approach being utilised in a rather non-
clandestine manner by the Union government is redefining contemporary Indian
federalism in an unprecedented way. This emerging trend can be aptly termed as
‘national federalism’ that is characterised by increasing verticalization of power, similar
to a pyramidal structure (Singh, n.d.)
As observed through new structures and institutions like the NITI Aayog, the GST
Council or the PM CARES fund, there is a steady but unmistakable shift in the locus of
power from decentralised governance towards more centralising tendencies. Issues
regarding the role and jurisdictions of several agencies and offices like Governors, the
Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI) and the Border Security Force (BSF), coupled
with inadequate deliberation over crucial public decisions like the farm laws, Citizenship
Amendment Act (CAA), Special Intensive Revision (SIR) etc. have resulted in
widespread inconvenience and unnecessary delays in policy implementation, placing the
citizens at the receiving end of it all.
The very mechanisms meant to facilitate the shift from ‘cooperative federalism’ to
‘cooperative- collaborative- competitive federalism’ have sparked a fierce debate about
their intended outcomes and actual implications. A critical case in point would be the
aspect of fiscal federalism. Despite constitutional provisions for equitable and inclusive
growth, it can be observed that there is an increasingly ‘skewed relation’ between the
fiscal responsibilities of and the fiscal powers (and resources) available to States in India.
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India’s ‘vertical fiscal imbalance’ is larger and increasing compared to other federal
countries, noted the fifteenth Finance Commission. (Vajiram, 2025) Worrying patterns
like increasing share of cess and surcharge, inadequate devolution of finances to States,
and gross underutilisation of the potential of local self-governments due to insufficient
devolution of the ‘3Fs’ (funds, functions, functionaries) only end up aggravating the
stressed fiscal ties. The latest contentions around fiscal populism and the ‘north-south’
debate regarding demographic performance and economic contribution only reiterate the
gravity of the matter.

Moreover, in India, the federal relations remain severely marred by concerns of political
partisanship as mutual distrust and electoral competition amongst rival parties at the
Centre and the states hinders the process of political dialogue and consensus-making.
(Ghosh, 2026) It can be witnessed through numerous and persistent conflicts between
Centre and States, especially those governed by opposition parties. The Union
government has often compelled States into compromise by rewarding those States that
closely align with it, while alienating those that fail to. The long-drawn political
confrontation with West Bengal and Kerala over adoption and implementation of the PM
SHRI scheme is a case in point. The phenomenon of ‘double engine sarkar’, where the
same political party rules at both Centre and state level, has led to tangible benefits for
such states in the form of increased investment, faster infrastructure approvals, and
support for key development projects. Such political partisanship can hardly ever be
conducive for Indian democracy and federalism. This trend of partisanship becomes
more concerning when we take into consideration the proposal about ‘One Nation, One
Election’. This is due to the fact that many regional parties have legitimate concerns
about central authority and issues taking precedence over genuine regional and local
issues.

Furthermore, taking into account the evolving nature of challenges that States have to
confront today, most contemporary challenges are too complex and multidimensional for
either the Centre or States to confront and resolve in isolation. Foremost among them are
emerging issues induced by climate change, technological advancements and
globalization that is continuously in metamorphosis. Issues like inter-state water
disputes, disaster-induced disruptions, food insecurity, internal displacement with rising
sea levels, and loss of livelihoods are only bound to intensify in frequency and
magnitude in the coming years. Additionally, persistent issues like poverty,
unemployment and a ‘greying population’ in near future call for a federal system that
prioritizes people over power.

Conclusion

Today, India finds itself at a crossroads on its way to realising the ambitious vision of
Viksit Bharat @ 2047. Achieving the same means the existence of synergic and
collaborative relations between the Centre and States is not just imperative but also
indispensable. When PM Modi said to the world that this is not an era of war, it should
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also be applicable to domestic federal relations (Haidar, 2022). An ‘adversarial’ view of
politics that fuels an ‘us vs them’ and a zero-sum approach in federalism can hinder
progress at a time when national integrity and regional diversity could be the keys to
successful holistic transformation of the nation-state.

As political scientist, Philip Mahwood (1984) has rightly argued (albeit in a different
context), in culturally diverse, developing countries like India, federalism is chosen not
merely for administrative requirements but for the very survival of the nation.
Federalism is critical not just for the nation to survive, but to thrive. By rooting itself in
the Gandhian ethos of decentralisation of power, Indian federalism needs to rejuvenate
and revamp itself to meet the challenges of the present and future.

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Introduction

Federalism is a system of government in which powers are divided between two or more
levels of government such as the center, the state and local governments. Federalism
allow government to take decision according diversity and regional autonomy. Article 1
of the constitution of India states that ‘India that is Bharat shall be a union of States.'
Indian federation awards not a product of the coming together of state to form the federal
union of India. It was rather a conversion of unitary system into a federal system. The
Indian constitution establishes of federal system with some unitary features. The main
feature of federal form of Government as per A.V. Dicey, “people must dzire union, and
must not desire unity." federalism is best understood as method of promoting self-rule
and shared rule and balancing of national interest with that of its region. According the
article 1 of Indian constitution it means India is a union comprising of various States
which are integral part of it. The Indian union is not destructible. States cannot break
away from the union. To avoid the conflict between state and Central Government the
power has been divided between the center and States and division of power is one of the
most important features of the federal constitution. Indian constitution divides subjects
into three lists such as union list, Concurrent list and state list in the VII schedule of the
constitution. The three legislative list shows powers vested in the parliament, the state
legislature assembly and to both of them concurrently. Indian constitution gives residual
powers to the Parliament. The independence judiciary place an important role in federal
system and uphold the constitutional values.

Concept of Federalism

The English word 'federation' derived from the Latin word "Foedus" which means
'treaties or agreements. Federal states are those States which developed by a treaty or an
agreement. It is a system here sovereignty is divided between the core center and
peripheral States. Following are few definitions of federalism:

It is mode of political organisation that United separate States or other polities within an
overarching political system in such a way to alone each to maintain its own fundamental
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political integrity. The political principles that animate federal systems emphasize the
primacy of bargaining and negotiated coordination among several power centres; the
stress the virtues of dispressed power centres as a mean for safeguarding individual and
local liberties.

A.V. Dicey

Federalism means the distribution of force of the state among the number of coordinate
bodies each originating in and controlled by the constitution.

Federalism is not only just matter of centre state relation but also it ensures participation
of state in the decision-making process. Federalism is based on a written constitution that
defines the power and responsibility of the central and regional government and
establishes a system of checks and balance insurance that neither level of government
becomes too powerful. Federalism typically includes and independent judiciary that can
interrupt the constitution and resolve disputes between centre and state governments. The
highest court act as an umpire if disputes arise between different level of government in
the exercise of their respective powers. In federalism sources of revenue for each level of
government are clearly specified to ensure its financial autonomy. The federal system
thus has dual objectives: tu safeguard and promote unity of the country, file at the same
time accommodate regional diversity. Therefore, to aspects are crucial for the institutions
and practice of federalism. Governments at different level should agree to some rules of
power sharing. They should also trust that each would abide by its part of the agreement.
An ideal federal system has both aspects mutual trust and agreement to live together.
Federalism often features a bicameral legislature, with one house representing the people
and the other house representing the regional governments. Federalism also allows for
flexibility in sharing of powers between Central and regional governments and allows for
adjustment as circumstances change. There are two kinds of routes through which
federations have been formed. The first route involves independence States coming
together on their own to form a bigger unit so that by pulling sovereignty and retaining
identity. This type of coming together federations. e.g.- USA, Switzerland and Australia.
The second type is a large country decides to divide its power between the constituent
States and the national government this is known as holding together federations. India
Spain Belgium are some examples of such federation. This federation trends powerful
central government...

Federalism and Indian Constitution

In British ruled India the process of decentralization and devolution of power has started
by government of India act 1919. Till 1935 we had unitary system in India but in
Government of India act 1935 first time introduced the federal concept in India and made
legal use of the word federation. The Indian constitution was made by constituent
assembly according to Cabinet Mission Plan. First meeting of constituent assembly was
held on December 9, 1946 and the framers used the term federal in their speeches. Indian
system is not a result of any treaty or agreement among the states. In India, unitary
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system was converted into federal by giving certain power and responsibilities to the
state under the constitution. The makers of the Indian constitution wanted establishing
federal system in India in view of the social diversity and the large size of the country.
The word federation or federal do not occur in constitution of India while the famous
used in the word ‘union'. Article 1 (1) of the constitution describes “India i.e. Bharat
shall be the union of states. “use of word ‘union of States ‘and not the 'federal of
federation' connotes unique distinctive character and nature of the Indian constitution.
The word federal cause avoided due to historic, cultural, social and political experiences.
Dr. B. R. Ambedkar stated in the constituent assembly the basic principle of federation is
that the legislative and executive authority is partitioned between center and the states
not by any law to be made by the center but by the constitution itself.' Indian constitution
is basically federal in form and is marked by the traditional characteristics of federal
system. Indian constitution establishes dual polity and division of powers between them
there is an independent judiciary to solve the issues between union and States or between
within two States. Every federal system requires division of powers between the union
and State governments. It is given in our constitution why part 11 (article246) along with
VII schedule. Articles 245 to 255 deal with distribution of legislative powers, the
distribution of administrative power is deal with article 256 to 261. Decentralization in
administration is core objective of federalism and power is divided between centre and
States, but after 73 rd and 74th amendment Panchayat Raj is come into force. This may
be regarded as a third tier of government. Therefore, we can say that Indian federalism is
unique in nature and offered a possible solution to a number of problems.

The constitution of India has several provisions that have a unitary bias, despite to
overall federal structure of the country. In India states are not indestructible. Article 3
juice the parliament the power to form a new state, altering the boundaries and name of
States. During emergency the union parliament is empowered to make laws in relation to
matters under the state list. Distribution of powers between center and state is done by
three lists in schedule 7, but all-important subjects either are placed in union list or co-
current list and this distribution makes center stronger. The residuary powers of
legislation rests with the parliament. Parliament can pass a law on any matter in the state
list if Rajya Sabha declares that it is necessary to do in our national interest. If a State
law conflicts with a parliament law regarding a topic listed in the concurrent list, the
parliament law supposed to be great and State law considered invalid. Due to such
provisions many constitutional experts doubted on the federal nature of the constitution.
They describe it as more unitary and lays federal because the central government is more
powerful than the state governments.

Although Indian constitution shows unitary as well as federal features it supposes as
federal structure. In S.R. Bommai vs Union of India, a nine-judge bench has clearly said
that Indian constitution is federal. The court held that:

The constitution provides the more power to central government but the state is also
supreme within its spheres.
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Constitution drafting committee chairman Dr. B. R. Ambedkar argued that the
constitution of designed to be both unitary and federal depending on the circumstances.
They said that, "our constitution would be both unitary as well as federal according to
the requirements of time and circumstances."

Challenges to Federalism and Contemporary Government

Federalism is often as a concept subject to changing economic, social and political
conditions. The dimension of federalism in India constantly have been changing from
time to time. Till 1967, federal principle could not be executed in India due to one
political party rule at center and state. If any issue rises between state and center, it could
easily be solved within party itself. With the change in governance from one party rule to
coalition government, the concept of federalism also changed, multi-party system hills in
strengthening the concept of federalism and it also create conflict between the center and
the state because of different parties ruling at two different levels of government. In
coalition government, different political parties share power and all political parties have
their own party line and ideology and same time it also becomes an obstacle in passing a
law or making any policy. From 1989 till date coalition government are formed. Mr.
Narendra Modi camp power with absolute majority in 2014 and it was repeated in 17th
and 18th Lok Sabha election and emerged as a strong prime minister. In those elections
BJP secured clear majority on its own but they are running in which many regional
parties involved. This regional parties have interested on regional issues and sometime
the central government on the pressure of regional parties. The ever-increasing
centralization of power with in Indian federal understanding has gone so far in order to
make the states more at subordinate than equal. In India, there are some problems that
have produced conflicts between center and the states and among the states on a number
of times. Does it seem that Indian federalism has to face various contemporary
challenges in its true functioning in terms of changing policies and institutions of Central
Government. Following are some challenges to federal system in India. These are as
follows-

Role of Governor

The office of Governor has been always triggering complex with federalism, as the
appointed constitutional head frequently functions as an agent of the union government.
The recent supreme court verdict regarding Tamilnadu Governor R.N Ravi's delay in
granting assent to 10 bills passed by the Tamil Nadu legislative assembly. There are such
a number of examples in our political system. It is an argued that governors who was
appointed by the central government shows bias by favoring the political party in power
at the center. Governor can assent to the bill, withhold assent, return the bill for
consideration or reserve the bill for the President. Misuse of such articles is main
challenge to Federalism. The Tamilnadu case is not an only one example. Historically,
Governors have been accused of acting on behalf of the central government, especially
when different parties ruling in the center and States. Here are some latest examples:
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e Arunachal Pradesh (2016)- Governor preponed the assembly session, leading to a
constitutional crisis and eventual dismissal of the state government.

e Bihar (2005)- The state’s Governor recommended assembly dissolution despite no
floor test being held.

e Maharashtra (2019)- The Governors early morning swearing in of a minority
government raised concerns about the misuse of powers.

e Tamil Nadu case (2025)- Governor delete action on 10 bills passed by State
assembly.

Search actions have laid the Sarkaria commission, Punchhi commission and multiple
Supreme court’s ruling to recommended codifying the role of governor and insuring they
act impartially.

Fiscal Federalism
Fiscal federalism defines the financial relationship and resource allocation between
different level of governments in a federal system. Articles 270, 275, 280, 282 and others
govern skull distribution, grands and borrowing. Violation of fiscal federalism in India
occur when union government dominates financial resources and policy, restricting state
autonomy. Some examples include the rise in sir charges, delays in GST compensation
payments to States, increased conditional transfers through Central scheme and
borrowing restrictions.

e GST and Federalism: During the COVID 19 pandemic, the center feudal to fully
compensate States for GST revenue loss. The GST council designed for cooperative
decision making, gives the union government 33.3 % voting power, while States
collectively hold 66.7%. however, with a 75% majority required to pass decisions,
the center holds a virtual hat over rate changes and dominating on GST council.
Straits have faced challenges with revenue and depending on compensation of GST
compensation which leads to center holding towards financial issues. The
implementation of GST reduces the power of state to said their own tax rates on
goods and services, centralizing tax policies.

o Central is Sponsored Schemes: Now a day’s state governments have increasingly
relied on on CSS for welfare spending. This reduces state autonomy as the funding
ratio had changed from 40:60 to 50:50.

e Increase in Conditioner Transfer: lot of grants to states are contingent on fulfill
specific conditions, often aligning state priorities with union government
preferences, dear bhai imposing additional constraints on state autonomy.

o Political Manipulation of Fiscal Resources: the union government emphasize on
rewarding States aligned with the ruling party hampers equitable development.
Opposition ruled States face challenges assessing Central funds.

This action reflects a trend towards centralization, under mining the constitutional,

cooperative fiscal structure intended between the union and States.
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Language Conflict

Language conflict is also one of the challenges to Indian federalism different states
because of regional languages. In India there is no national language is declared. Recent
controversy is related to draft of National Education Policy (NEP), it's recommendation
on the three-language formula and mandatory Hindi teaching in schools. The DMK and
other political parties have strongly opposed the Hindi move and they United against the
imposition of three language policy, as suggested in the draft of NEP that required
children in Southern States to compulsory learn Hindi. The cloth recommending
mandatory teaching of Hindi in all schools was dropped from the draft in NEP on 3rd
June 2019, due to protest from Tamil Nadu and some other states. Maharashtra state also
opposes mandatory Hindi language as third language from class 1. The Maharashtra
government appointed and expert committee laid by Dr Narendra Jadhav in June 2025 to
review the three-language policy in schools from class 1 to 5. The continuous increase
demand for the new states creates a threat in the smooth operation of federalism. The
demand for smaller and new states has been a very important subject in contemporary
Indian politics.

Role of Central Investigation Agencies

In India's federal structure, Police and public order are state subjects and under code of
criminal procedure the police have power to conduct investigation. (List 2, Seventh
schedule). Central investigation agencies like Central Bureau of investigation,
Enforcement Directorate are empowered to operate under union list subjects. Always
there is one common allegation by opposition that CBI worked on direction of Central
Government. CBI has often been accused of being centers tool to target state
governments. Several States including West Bengal, Punjab Rajasthan and Kerala
withdrew general concerned for the CBI to investigate cases in their jurisdiction citing
political misuse by the central government. When CBI rates Delhi chief minister’s office
on 15 December 2015 and shield it, chief minister blames state government for it.
Opposition alleging that it is serious attack on federal polity. 2022 Delhi liquor policy
case political scandal concerning the Delhi government, however on 27th February 2016
the court dismissed charges filed device CBI against all 23 accused in this case including
former chief minister of Delhi Mr. Kejariwal. The court blames on CBI in verdict.
Opposition rules the states often argued that agencies like the CBI and ED r deployed
disproportionately against their leaders to influence local politics, damaging the
cooperative federal structure. In Maharashtra state ED raids many opposition leaders
before Lok Sabha elections, but not any conclusion come into force. This example
reflects the conflict between center and the state governments over the central agencies
and it is interesting that such conflict only arises if two different parties are in power at
center and state.

Conclusion
The federal form of government is the most suitable form for a vast and diverse country
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like India. It tries to facilitate the socio-political corporation between two sets of
identities through various structural mechanism of shared rule. Central state relations and
state autonomy have become the crucial issue of the Indian federalism. The union
government appointed Sarkaria commission in 1983 two examine and review the
working of the Indian federalism. That's like Tamil Nadu, Punjab, West Bengal also
formed committees regarding this issue. Indian constitution has all the features of federal
constitution; the center and states are independent to make laws in their respect to field.
However, the center has powerful in certain situations. If either government price to
transgresses the limits and independent judiciary place an important role and protect
constitutional values. The concept of federalism in India keeps changing with the change
in a political system that is from Domino's of one-party rule to the era of coalition
government. Both center and state governments supposed to work in cooperation and
coordination with each other instead being involved in conflict.

The supreme court emphasize the concept of collaborative federalism in Many cases,
both the center and the state government should express their radius to achieve the
common objective and they have to move on the path of harmonious coexistence. If
governments in hall in complete the ultimate suffer will be the people. Sometime due to
different political ideology conflict arises between the center and the state government
but in the present Era the way of governors should be according to the need of the
common people. No policy and program can be implemented effectively unless both the
governments will work together for achieving the constitutional goal. It is need of the
times that in India we have to adhere to the principal of co-operative or collaborated
federalism. Empowering local government can help promote co-operative federalism by
giving them greater decision-making powers and fiscal resources. Regular meetings
between Central Government and state governments can help in sharing information,
discussing issue of mutual concern and arriving at consensus on policy matter.

On 2nd September, 2023 Ministry of Law and Justice, Legislative Department published
a resolution in the Gazette of India: Extraordinary, establishing High Level Committee
(HLC) under chairmanship of Shri Ram Nath Kovind, Former President of India to
examine the issue of simultaneous elections and make recommendations for holding
simultaneous elections to the House of the People (Lok Sabha), State Legislative
Assemblies and Local Self-Governments (Municipalities and Panchayats). Including
chairperson, High Level Committee comprises of Shri Amit Shah, Minister of Home
Affairs and Minister of Cooperation, Shri Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury, Leader of Single
Largest Party in Opposition, Lok Sabha, Shri Ghulam Nabi Azad, Former Leader of
Opposition, Rajya Sabha, Shri N. K. Singh, Former Chairperson, 15th Finance
Commission, Dr. Subhash C. Kashyap, Former Secretary General, Lok Sabha, Shri
Harish Salve, Senior Advocate, Shri Sanjay Kothari, Former Chief Vigilance
Commissioner, Shri Arjun Ram Meghwal, Minister of State (Independent Charge)
Ministry of Law and Justice as a Special Invitee and Shri Niten Chandra, Secretary to the
Government of India, Department of Legal Affairs as a Secretary to High Level
Committee.

Certainly, the system of One Nation One Election will address some Political, Economic
and even social issues attached with present elections process and nature but there are
some major bottlenecks which also need attention. The existing framework of
Constitution of India, Representation of People Act and other statutory provisions shall
not be violated for establishing the system of One Nation One Election. As the
Constitution of India divides power between Union and State governments, the concerns,
issues and consent of State Governments cannot be bypassed. Interests and views of
Political Parties must be given due attention. Above all the spirit of Democracy and the
will of the people cannot be ignored.
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Need and Advantages of Simultaneous Elections

As already discussed, the system of simultaneous election is not new practice for Indian

Polity. It was practiced in Indian Polity till forth general elections of 1967. Premature

dissolution of assemblies, Emergence of new states and reorganization of states

eventually led to the disruption of the cycle of Simultaneous Elections, thereafter, the
country now faces five to six elections in a year and if Municipalities and Panchayats
elections are also included, the number of elections will increase further. No one can
deny the challenges and chaos created by the continuous cycles of elections. Following
arguments highlight the need of Simultaneous Elections, i.e. One Nation One Election

System.

e The Participation of the people and response to simultaneous elections: India in

General Elections, 2024 created world record with 64.2 crore voters, including 31.2
crore women. It is a proud moment for all Indians for being a biggest democracy of
the world. But we should also understand that India is the highest populous country
in the world and if we consider voters percentage who casted their votes in General
Elections 2024, it is 65.79%.
This participation of the people in elections can be considerably increased as
Simultaneous Elections ensure ease and convenience to voters, avoids voters’ fatigue
and facilitate greater voter turnout. Perennial environment of elections in the country
creates chaos in the minds of citizens, political workers, Businesses and even
government machinery. It is proved when High Level Committee published a public
notice on 5th January 2024 in 105 newspapers in 16 languages in all the states and
union territories stating that 80 per cent of the respondents supported Simultaneous
Elections. Forty-seven political parties submitted their views and suggestions, out of
which 32 supported and 15 opposed Simultaneous Elections. Thus, the
synchronisation of elections may reduce the voter’s fatigue and lead to higher voter
turnout making Indian elections more robust and inclusive. The research undertaken
by Shackel and Dandoy demonstrates that the simultaneous elections can
significantly impact voter turnout.

e Economic Factor: According to the Centre for Media Studies, a well-known
premier research organisation, RS 700/- per voter was spent in 2019 elections, this
report concluded that around 100 crores per Lok Sabha Constituency had been spent
in 2019 Lok Sabha general elections. In 2024 Lok Sabha Elections Centre for Media
Studies estimated almost double amount of the total expenditure of 2019 elections. If
the Sum of expenditure of State legislative assemblies and Local Self-Governments
elections is added it goes much higher. Developing country like India cannot bear
such a huge amount which can be considerably reduced by simultaneous elections. It
would be in Interest of the developing country like India as simultaneous elections
can ensure higher Rate of Economic Growth, lower Inflation, Higher investments
and improved quality of expenditure on services like Education, Health, Security,
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Environment, Infrastructure etc. The representatives from the Federation of Indian
Chambers of Commerce and Industries (FICCI) and Confederation of Indian
Industries (CII) have claimed that frequent elections create uncertainty for both
business and investors communities. The observations by these organisations cannot
be ignored as they influence the major portion of the Indian Economy.
Manufacturing and the Service sectors are considerably dependent upon the workers
who are majorly migrant workers. Due to continuous cycle of elections these
workers seek leaves to cast vote, which cannot be declined. This affects the
production and service sectors in the economy which leaves notable impact on
overall Indian economy.

Mobilisation of Polling Officials and Security Forces: Every election demands
huge mobilisation of polling officials and Security Forces for the election
administration. Including Central Armed Police Forces, State police forces work
tirelessly throughout the elections. It can be observed that there is an engagement of
huge security forces and state police forces for a prolonged period of the time, which
could have been deployed for other crucial and sensitive internal security concerns.
Recently Legislative Assembly elections were held in Maharashtra, only for city of
Mumbai security personnel deployed were; 05 Additional commissioners, 20 deputy
commissioners of police, 83 assistant commissioners of police, more than 2,000
other police officers and 25,000 personnel. Additionally, three Riot Control Platoons
(each platoon consists of around 97 personnel) were deployed. The Traffic wing had
deployed 144 officers and more than 1000 other personnel. With this more than
4,000 Home Guards were also deployed with several personnel drawn from various
central and state security forces.

Not only Security forces but Civic departments also deploy its personnel to election
duty. During recent Maharashtra State legislative Assembly elections, over 60,000
civic officials and employees were assigned election duties. Over the past two
months for elections approximately 9,674 of these employees were assigned
elections related work. According to report, around 5,000 BMC employees who
were assigned elections duties did not resume their duties at the municipal
corporation on time. The delay in their return had caused disruptions in the
functioning of various departments in BMC.

It is a common practice to involve teachers in election duties in large numbers. In
most of states teachers have opposed this practice and demanded a free time to invest
in teaching process. It can be observed that a lack of staff and teaching personnel to
impart education, which over the time affects the quality of educational outcomes
and quality. During recent Maharashtra State Legislative Assembly elections 2024,
the parents of school children had moved to the Bombay High Court challenging the
deployment of teachers for various election duties (Election Commission deploys
teachers as Booth Level Officer (BLO) and Polling Station Officer (PSO), arguing
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that it violates the children’s right to education which has been guaranteed by Article
21A (Enforceable Fundamental Right) of the Constitution of India. Not only School
teachers but Professors from higher educational institutions are also deployed for
election duties. Thus, frequent elections are affecting the whole education system in
the country.

e Impact on Governance and Administration: As already discussed due to

mobilisation of government employees during continuous elections, administration
and governance are impacted. Not only the mobilisation of government employees
impacts the system but more focus of political parties at national as well as state
level on election related activities to maintain the rule also impedes the governance
and administration. This diverts the attention of the lawmakers who are the members
of respective political parties from crucial matters of development, good governance
and administration. If simultaneous elections are adopted political parties can focus
more on addressing the issues of electorate and governance.
When elections are conducted frequently it is also seen that the frequent imposition
of Model Code of Conduct during such elections paralyses the policy formulation
and its implementation which directly impacts the development and welfare
activities. During Model Code of Conduct government cannot announce any
financial grants, cannot lay foundation stone of any project or scheme, and cannot
make any promise of construction of infrastructure. Thus, the simultaneous elections
offer a pathway to enhance the governance and administration as the frequent
imposition of Model Code of Conduct can be limited.

Conclusion

Thus, it is evident that conducting Elections of Lok Sabha and State Legislative
Assemblies simultaneously (One Nation One Election) may benefit country from various
aspects. Certainly, there are certain bottlenecks in conducting simultaneous elections.
These issues and challenges can be dealt with broad political consensus among National
and Regional political parties. The constitutional framework and Democratic principles
must be respected while reforming the process for simultaneous elechi: Oxford
University Press.
